Phone System

We have turned on all the phones as of
July 1. We also have begun testing
each phone at the pedestal to ensure
the line is good. Keep in mind GVRYV is
responsible to provide phone service to
the pedestal only. The homeowner is to
provide and maintain phone service from the
pedestal to the home. While the monthly
service is now included in the quarterly dues,
the home owner is responsible for any long
distance calls made. Just remember if you dial
8 there will be a charge for long distance.

Lots of Road Work

The Park has approximately 4 ¥z miles of roads
or 603,000 square ft. We are removing and
repaving 161,000 square ft. or about 25% of
the park. Also we are seal coating an additional

260,000 square ft.
or about 43% of the
Park. As you can
tell we are doing
something to al-
most 70% of the
Park roads which
will help us to get
on track with our road maintenance needs for
the future. This will all be done by August 22.

New Drains

We have improved
drainage around the
Apache Room to en-
sure water doesn’t
get into the room.
We will be coating |
these areas with cool
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decking to match the pool area and repairing the
low spots and cracks between the large pool and
the spa. Someone asked why this was not a prob-
lem before which is a good question. In the past
life of this room, the area behind the door which
faces north, was a large storage area and was
used very little. When water did get in, which was
regular, it was not an issue.

Landscaping

We have a new mower
which is working very well
for us. The old mower was
worn out and the new one
will save several man
hours in labor per mowing
which is significant.

We also have spruced
up some of the com-
mon areas by adding
borders and decora-
tive gravel.

The guard house at the
south gate has been
refurbished and we will
be fixing some of the
south gate

landscaping as well.
We also have planted
twelve new trees
throughout the Park.
Some are to replace
trees that died or

blew down and some are
additional ones.

Gate Service

Last year |
hired a new
company to
service the
gates and they did a good job. This year they
found the East gate is still in good condition and
should give us years of service. The South\Main
gate failed on the inbound side but the outbound
is still working. We replaced the inbound control-

lers for $3600 which is a savings of over $6000
than previously quoted.

Lobby Hallway

We have remodeled

the hallway leading

into the ballroom

which finishes the

lobby project started

4 years ago. We

have removed the

large trophy case,

painted and redecorated this area. | am going
to resize the trophy case for the softball guys
and look for a suitable location to re-display the
trophies.

Miscellaneous

We are busy repairing a lot of small
things and giving some areas new
paint. The Navajo Room will have a
new look and new lighting has been
installed in the Billiards Room and
the Library. We have installed new
pool gate latches which are the kind
required by Arizona State law.

During our summer months
while the park looks pretty much
like a ghost town, it is easy to
forget the normal run of busi-
ness. Sometimes a vehicle or
trailer that is not supposed to be
in the park shows up, or chang-
es are made to lots without get-
ting a permit from the ARC office. Though some-
times it may seem unnecessary or not worth the
hassle, everyone needs to go through the proper
procedures. The rules/benefits are for all resi-
dents and guests in the park. As we are currently
busy with many different projects throughout the
park, I will still be available to give advice or issue
permits. There have been a few weed problems,
but caretakers and lot owners are being contacted
and the problems are being taken care of. Overall
the park looks great and | appreciate all the hard
work that's been done.
