Your $127 covers transportation & gratuity, 2 night stay and plenty of time to 

invest your money at the casinos. 

Đ  Tombstone & Bisbee February 21-22: 1 night stay in Tombstone, see a gunfight/stunt show, 

dinner at the Longhorn caf® included (choice of meat loaf, chicken breast, fried cod or chicken fried 

steak), off to Bisbee to visit this old mining town, and then on to Fort Huachuca for a driving tour of 

this old cavalry base which is now one of the U.S. Armyôs most high tech communications facilities.
